Model Eye : Quick Set-Up Guide (Blue Kit)
1. Plug the extension lead into the mains power supply.

2. Attach the mains transformer lead to the back of the eyeball,        matching the white labels. Plug this lead into a socket on the extension lead.

3. Attach the mains transformer lead to the video camera at the back of the head, matching the white labels. Plug this lead into a socket on the extension lead.

4. Connect the head to the model eyeball with the video cable, matching the yellow end of the cable to the yellow connection at the back of the eyeball and the blue end of the cable to the blue connection on the video camera at the back of the eyeball. (Note that this connection can easily come loose – check that it is firmly in place)
5. Switch on the mains power.

6. Switch on the video camera on the model head (by pushing up the ON switch close to the red label).

7. The screen shows the ‘real-time’ image captured by the camera lens at the front of the eyeball.

8. The rope lights can also be plugged into a socket on the extension lead and arranged between the head and eyeball to simulate the optic nerve carrying electrical impulses from the eye to the brain. (Note that there is no direct connection between the rope lights and the head/eyeball)
