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Teachers and Scientists dancing in Einstein’s footsteps

The Teacher Scientist Network1 (TSN) celebrate 100 years since Einstein published his three famous theorems with a lecture-demonstration about Einstein’s influence in modern life and the illustration of these theorems using contemporary dance. The event, timed to coincide with the visit of Rambert Dance Company2 to Norwich, is TSN’s annual get-together of teachers and scientists, and is being held today at 6pm at the John Innes Centre, Norwich.

Physicist Ray Rivers together with Lincoln Alert, animateur from Rambert Dance Company, are providing the lecture-demonstration following Ray’s involvement in the developmental stages of Rambert’s ‘Constant Speed’ which uses the three theorems as the inspiration for the piece. Dr Phil Smith, coordinator of TSN and organiser of this event commented “This is the one time in the year our group of teachers and scientists come together for a celebration of science – an entertaining science talk, a give-away of surplus equipment to schools and an update on the activities of the Network. This is going to be an exciting year for TSN having recently learnt that we have won the contract to coordinate the young people’s programme at the BA Festival of Science when it visits Norwich in September 2006 and I am thrilled that we can mark Einstein year3 in this novel way.”
