Artificial gametes: genetic offspring for all?
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Since 2003, scientists have been working to create artificial sperm and eggs. In 2006, the first live mouse offspring were born from artificial sperm. According to the Human Fertilisation and Embryology Authority. human sperm and eggs using developed using these techniques may be available in 5-10 years.
With eggs created from skin cells, two men could have genetic offspring together. Women could fertilise their own eggs with sperm manufactured from their own bodies. Anyone could reproduce regardless of age, gender, sexuality or relationship status. What would this mean for our understanding of parenthood and reproduction? 
A group of researchers are working to create a short film on this subject, for use in schools. They aim to show the scientific background behind the development of artificial gametes and explore the issues that they raise through a docu-drama format.
